Objectives: Students will be able to use a table to solve a problem about elapsed time.

Description									Time: 10 mins.
INTO
Introduction/ Motivations/ Focus Attention
· Tell students that they will be travel agents for the day. Assign each group a destination and assign each child a department time. 
· Have children draw a picture of a plane and label it with the group’s destination city and their departure time.
· Have children share their drawings with others in the group. Then, arrange the planes in order of departure time using the pocket chart. Have one child designated to keep the pocket chart on their desk.
· Ask the groups to share the information about their plane schedules with the class. Then ask the class questions about the plane schedules.
 
Description									Time: 20 mins.
THROUGH
· Draw a two-column table on the board. Write the title Our Daily Routine on the table. Label the columns Activity and Time. Fill in the class schedule on the table.
· Present problems that can be solved with the information in the table. For example: We start math at 1:15. Is that before or after we have lunch? (before)
· Introduce the objective to the children. Then explain the information in the table on page 379 of their textbooks, and how it relates to the problem.
· Discuss the schedule of events in the table. Complete Exercises 1-4 on page 380 as an entire class. 

 
Description									Time: 15 mins.
BEYOND
Closure (Review, Check for Understanding, Summarize, Future Forecast, Transition)

· Introduce the problem solving strategies to the children. Complete Exercise 1 with the class, while modeling each strategy.
· Assign Exercise 2 to some tables and Exercise 3 to others. Read the problem aloud for the groups. Encourage groups to choose a strategy to use to complete their problem
· Allow groups time to complete their exercise, then review the answers as a whole class.
· Present students with this problem:
· The soccer game was scheduled for 2:00. It was delayed 1 hour because of rain. What time did the game begin? (3:00)
· The game ended at 5:00. How long was the game? (2 hours)
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
