Description									Time: 2 mins.
INTO
Introduction/ Motivations/ Focus Attention

Focus students’ attention on the skill we will focus on today. 

* “Today we will match upper and lowercase letters by playing a memory game.” Lay a few letter cards face down to demonstrate how the game will work. The object of the game is to find upper and lowercase letters that match.


Description									Time: 10 mins.
THROUGH


1. Place six to ten pairs of letter cards face down in rows. (Number of pairs may vary depending on number of students in the group and ability of the students)
2. Taking turns, the students turn over two cards.
3. Student one looks at the letters and decide if the two letters are the same.
4. If a match is made, the student picks up the cards and keeps them. If a match is not made, the student places each card face down in the original spot, and gives student two a turn.
5. Continue until all matches have been made.
 

 
Description									Time: 3 mins.
BEYOND
Closure (Review, Check for Understanding, Summarize, Future Forecast, Transition)

Student will self-check that they matched the uppercase and lowercase letters correctly by looking at the small alphabet strip. Once the game ends, students will review name of the letters on the cards in their hand. 

*Extension: Students name the letter sounds of the cards in their hand.
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
