Description									Time: 2 mins.
INTO
Introduction/ Motivations/ Focus Attention

Focus students’ attention on which skill we will focus on today. 
*Variations: 
(a) We will practice matching uppercase letters on the clothespins to the lowercase letters on the circle. 
 (b) We will practice matching lowercase letters on the clothespin to the uppercase letters on the circle.
(c) We will practice matching clothespin letters to initial/end sound pictures. 



Description									Time: 10 mins.
THROUGH

(a) Students match uppercase letters on the clothespins to lowercase letters on the circle.
(b) Students match uppercase letters on the circle to lowercase letters on the clothespins.
(c) Students match clothespin letters to initial or end sound pictures. Students will say the name of the object of the picture and identify the initial or end sound in the word. Students will choose the clothespin that has the letter that corresponds with that sound.

1. Place the circle and clothespins on a flat surface.
2. The student clips the clothespin to the matching letter/picture on the circle.
3. Name the letter.

Student will self-check that they matched the uppercase and lowercase letters correctly by looking at the small alphabet strip.
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
