Description									Time: 2 mins.
INTO
Introduction/ Motivations/ Focus Attention

Focus students’ attention on the skill we will focus on today. 

-“Today we will practice looking for one letter in a poem/nursery rhyme.” Demonstrate finding one letter a poem/nursery rhyme by choosing a target letter card, stating the name of the letter, and circling the letter in the poem/nursery rhyme.





Description									Time: 10 mins.
THROUGH

The students circle a target letter on a poem or nursery rhyme.
1. Place the bag, folder, or basket of rhymes, target letters and markers on a flat surface.
2. Students one closes their eyes and chooses a target letter.
3. Students name the letter
4. Student two chooses a rhyme.
5. Each student takes a marker and circles all of the target letters in the rhyme.
6. Use the baby wipes or wet cloth to erase mistakes or clean the page after it has been checked.
7. Continue with other rhymes and/or a new target letter.
